CITY HALL

President Pro Tem Kelley called the meeting to order at 6: 00 p.m. with sevem members present.  Mayor

Watson and Alderman Anderson were absent.

Alderman Vaprersan gave the invocation and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

SPECIAL GUESTS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS

President Pro Tem Kelley announced Bob Gram passed away on Wednesday, March 2° d

Sandy Brandon, with Maumelle Friends of the Animals presented a check to Rita Cavenaugh, Director of
Animal Services, to be used to enhance the dog park.

Alderman Lewis stated that there has been good buy in from the community and that he was aware of residents
ready to donate time and materials as well.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES—FEBRUARY 16th REGULAR MEETING

Alderman Lewis motioned to approve the February 16th minutes. Alderman Saunders seconded the motioned
and it passed unanimously by all in attendance.

PROCEDURAL MOTION

Alderman Saunders moved to have all ordinances and resolutions read by title only.  Alderman Lewis seconded
the motion and it passed unanimously by all in attendance.

ORDINANCE 901 AMENDING CHAPTER 62 SOLID WASTE

With no objections, President Pro Tem Kelley called for the first reading of the ordinance amending Chapter 62,
Solid Waste, of the Maumelle, City Code.  The City Clerk gave the reading.

City Attorney Norris stated this ordinance had come up in an enforcement issue. He stated this change allows
the judge discretion for additional fines for each day the problem persists. City Attorney Norris also stated the
ordinance was to clean up some of the existing language.

ORDINANCE 902 AMENDING MAUMELLE LAND USE PLAN

With no objections, President Pro Tem Kelley called for the first reading of the ordinance amending the current
Land Use Plan to show that the land use on the area identified as " Area to be Rezoned to R1" with the
description as stated on the attached survey, a part of the N1/ 2 Section 29, T-4-N, R- 13- W Pulaski Country,
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Arkansas, dated January 21, 2016 that was previously designated as COMM(Commercial) to SFD ( Single
Family Detached) to accommodate the anticipated use by the applicant.  The City Clerk gave the reading.

Jim Narey, Director of Planning and Zoning, stated this is a proposed amendment of the Land Use Plan that will
change 8 acres from commercial use to single family detached. Mr. Narey stated this land is adjacent to Odom
Blvd. and Naylor.

Brian Dale, White, Daters & Associates, stated he represented the land owners and they were hoping to get lots
on the market in September of this year. Mr. Dale stated that if the second and third reading were to be read at
the next meeting it would allow for their preliminary plat to be heard at the March Planning Commission
meeting.

Alderman Mosley stated that he has no problems with what they are doing, but he doesn' t like to speed up the
process unless there is an emergency, so he would be voting no to suspending the rules.

ORDINANCE 903 AMENDING MAUMELLE ZONING MAP

With no objections, President Pro Tem Kelley called for the reading of the ordinance amending the current
zoning Map to show that the land use on the area identified as " Area to be Rezoned to R- 1" with the description
as stated on the attached survey, a part of the N1/ 2 Section 29, T-4-N, R- 13- W Pulaski County, Arkansas, dated
January 21, 2016, that was previously designated as C- 1 to R- 1 to accommodate the anticipated use by the
applicant. The City Clerk gave the reading.

RESOLUTION 2016-07 GRANTING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT

With no objections, President Pro Tem Kelley called for the reading of the resolution granting a conditional use
permit Real Estate School of Profession for an educational facility in the PCD (Planned Commercial District)
zone. The City Clerk gave the reading.

Alderman Saunders asked where the school was located. City Attorney Norris stated that it was in Maumelle
Corners where the old Pizza Hut was located.

Phyllis Harrington, of 301 Millwood Circle Suite 106, introduced herself.

Alderman Lewis motioned to approve Resolution 2016-07. Alderman Scott seconded the motion and it passed
unanimously by all in attendance.

RESOLUTION 2016- 08 GRANTING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT

With no objections, President Pro Tem Kelley called for the reading of the resolution granting a conditional use
permit to Academics Plus charter School to construct and operate an educational facility in an area zoned C- 1
and PCD, subject to applicant satisfaction of all Staff, City Engineer, and Commissioner comments as well as
the closing of the land swap authorization by the City Council in Resolution No. 2016- 03. The City Clerk gave
the reading.

City Attorney Norris stated he noticed an error in resolution. Alderman Lewis motioned to strike the word
ethanol in Resolution 2016-08. Alderman Scott seconded the motion and it passed unanimously by all in
attendance.
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Rob McGill, Executive Director of Academics Plus Charter School, stated the portables would be replaced with
34 new classrooms, a cafeteria and a gym.

Alderman Vaprersan asked when construction would begin.  Mr. McGill stated he was hoping construction
would begin as soon as school let out for the summer.

Alderman Lewis motioned to approve Resolution 2016- 08. Alderman Saunders seconded the motioned and it
passed unanimously by all in attendance.

RESOLUTION 2016- 09 APPROVING THE UTILIZATION OF FEDERAL-AID 5310 GRANT
FUNDING

With no objections, President Pro Tem Kelley called for the reading of the resolution pledging the City
Council' s full support and authorizing the City of Maumelle to cooperate with the Arkansas State Highway and
Transportation Department and Federal Transit Administration under the terms and conditions of the 5310

Enhanced Mobility of Seniors and Disabilities Program.  The City Clerk gave the reading.

Nicole Heaps, Director of Senior Services, stated this was a grant that was applied for twice in the past. Ms.
Heaps stated this year she applied for the grant to get two new vehicles to replace two older ones.

Alderman Lewis motioned to approve Resolution 2016-09. Alderman Saunders seconded the motion and it
passed unanimously by all in attendance.

RESOLUTION 2016- 10 REGARDING SURPLUS PROPERTY

With no objections, President Pro Tem Kelley called for the reading of the resolution approving the disposal of
a 2000 Chevy Impala for the Fire Department. The City Clerk gave the reading.

Alderman Lewis motioned to approve Resolution 2016- 10. Alderman Scott seconded the motion and it passed
unanimously by all in attendance.

MAYOR' S COMMENTS

President Pro Tem Kelley stated Jack Stowe has been appointed Maumelle' s representative for the North Little
Rock Waste Water Treatment committee meeting.

President Pro Tem Kelley stated there is the 2016 sign ordinance committee information in the packet along
with information on the Wetlands Grant.

President Pro Tem Kelley noted an article about the new Senior Wellness Center and recognized the Maumelle
High School boys basketball team playing Forrest City for the state championship.

PLANNING COMMISSIONS REPORT

Alderman Mosley stated most of the issues had already been addressed by the Council. He noted the Planning
Commission reappointed officers.

Ordinance 438 states that the general fund shall maintain a level of fund balance equal to
20% of budgeted operating expenditures. Currently, this figure is $   2, 301, 202

Note 2: Fund balance classifications

Effective with the January 31, 2011 financial statements, there are new fund balance classifications
for the General and Street funds. The new classifications and their definitions are as follows:

Nonspendable- fund balance that can't be spent, such as inventory and prepaid items
Restricted- use of these funds is restricted by external sources, such as law or grant

requirements

Committed- use of these funds is restricted by formal action of the city council
Assigned- use of these funds is restricted by informal action of the city council
Unassigned- fund balance that has not been restricted, committed, or assigned

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AN ORDINANCE OF CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MAUMELLE,

COUNTY OF PULASKI, STATE OF ARKANSAS,

AN ORDINANCE TO BE ENTITLED:

ORDINANCE NO. 901

AMENDING CHAPTER 62, SOLID WASTE, OF THE MAUMELLE CITY CODE

WHEREAS, Chapter 62 ofthe Maumelle City Code governs the unlawful disposal of trash
and solid waste, among other things; and

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to amend Chapter 62 of the Maumelle City Code.

NOW,  THEREFORE,  BE IT ENACTED AND DECLARED BY THE CITY

COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MAUMELLE, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1. Chapter 62, Solid Waste; Article I, In General; Section 2, Unlawful disposal of trash

and solid waste, of the Maumelle City Code is hereby amended to read as follows

Sec. 62-2. - Unlawful disposal oftrash and solid waste.

a)      Prohibited. Pursuant to the authority of its power for the health, safety and welfare of the
citizens of the city, the city hereby designated and provided and prohibits the unlawful disposal of
trash, solid waste and other material as defined below, within the city limits.

1)      It shall be unlawful for any person to place, deposit, discard, or otherwise cause to
be put, brush, garbage, rubbish, or any othef type of waste, on any outside premises within
the city, whether public or private, in     ''    o

unsanitary, '     ` 1:A or

unhealthy eenditions, except at such places as are and have been designated for the pickup
of such materials on the day in which city pick-up occurs. The term " outside premises"
shall be construed to include streets, alleys, sidewalks, ditches, yards, lots, fields!, streams,

exterior pertien-sop rtions ofbuildings and any other property located within the city limits.

2)      The code enforcement officer shall regularly inspect all outside premises to enforce
the provisions of this section. The code enforcement officer shall issue citations for

violations hereof.

3)      In the prosecution of this section the following presumptions shall apply:

a. If the condition resulting from the violation was found on premises owned
and/or occupied by the person to whom notice was given, then it shall be presumed
that said owner and/ or occupant was responsible for said condition. If the person to

whom notice was given fails to remove or otherwise correct said condition without

notifying the code enforcement officer for the reason for his failure to do so within
ten days, then it shall be presumed that the said person notified was in fact

responsible for said conditions not being removed. The presumptions described
above are rebuttable by the person charged and must be rebutted by clear and
convincing evidence in order for the person so charged to be exonerated.
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b. If the condition resulting from the violation was found on property whereon
multiple dwelling units exist and the party actually committing the violation cannot
with reasonable certainly be determined, then it shall be presumed that the owner
of the subject premises, upon being given notice, is the party responsible for
ensuring that the condition is removed from the premises.

d)      Unlawful to transport in uncovered vehicle. It shall be unlawful for any person engaged in
commercial or for-hire hauling to operate any truck or other vehicle within the limits of the city to
transport litter, trash, or garbage unless said vehicle is covered to prevent its contents from

blowing, dropping or falling off or otherwise departing from the vehicle. In addition, any person
operating his own truck or other vehicle to transport litter, trash or garbage shall take reasonable
steps to prevent its contents from blowing, dropping or falling off or otherwise departing from the
vehicle. Provided, no vehicle hauling predominately metallic material shall be required to be
covered if it is loaded in a manner which will prevent such material from falling or dropping from
the vehicle.

e)      Penalty. Any violator of this section shall upon conviction be punished by a fine of not
more than$ 500.00 plus court costs plus not less than $25. 00 nor more than $200.00 for each day

during any part of which the violation shall have continued to occur.

SECTION 2. ( Do not codify). Codification. It is the intention of the City Council of the City of
Maumelle that the provisions of this Ordinance shall become and be made a part of the City Code

of the City of Maumelle, Arkansas, and that the Sections of this ordinance may be renumbered, re-
lettered and the word " Ordinance" may be changed to " Section," " Article," or such other word( s)

or phrase( s) in order to accomplish such intention. Due to the changes made to the code by this

ordinance, Chapter 58 may be reorganized and the sections may be renumbered.

SECTION 3. ( Do not codify). Repealer. All other ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict

herewith are hereby repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 4. ( Do not codify). Severability. If any clause, sentence, paragraph, section or other
portion of this ordinance is found to be unconstitutional, invalid or inoperative by a court of
competent jurisdiction, such findings shall not affect the validity of the remainder of these sections,

nor shall any proceeding invalidating any portion of any section operate to affect any portion of
the remainder of said sections not specifically attacked in said proceeding.
