Filing Requirements

City of Maumelle
Application Procedure

Application for a Conditional Use Permit request shall be made by the property owner or authorized agent for the owner.  The application shall be submitted to the Office of Planning & Zoning which will collect the filing fee and process all applicable site plans and other supporting information pertinent to this review process.  The application shall proceed the next scheduled Planning Commission meeting by at least fourteen (14) days.

Submission Requirements
· Notification

· Public Notice:  The submission requirements for a Conditional Use Permit require a public hearing.  The applicant is required to place a public notice in a newspaper of general circulation in the City of Maumelle, at least one (1) time fifteen (15) days prior to the scheduled Planning Commission meeting.  The public notice shall read as follows:
PUBLIC NOTICE

The Maumelle Planning Commission will hold a public hearing on Day of Week,

Date at Time of Meeting at 550 Edgewood Drive, Maumelle, Arkansas to consider

a request for a Conditional Use Permit by Name of Applicant for the property located

at Address of Property or Legal Description.  The public is invited to attend.

· Signs:  The applicant shall procure signs from the City, for the purpose of posting the property proposed for a Conditional Use:
· The signs will be displayed on the property on a post not less than 15 days prior to the date of the public hearing
· The sign(s) shall be displayed to be prominent and in full view of the passing motorist and pedestrian
· The sign(s) shall be posted along the frontage abutting any street at an interval of one hundred (100) feet
· Properties with less than two hundred (200) feet street frontage shall be posted with at least one sign along the frontage abutting each street
· All such signs posted shall be maintained by the applicant to remain visible and readable until the conclusion of the subject public hearing, or until the final conclusion of the resolution of the request. Subject signs shall be removed from the property by the applicant within five (5) days of the concluding action
· Failure to post the required signs or to maintain the signs resulting in the property not being properly posted for three days out of the required time may result in a postponement of the public hearing or withdrawal of the agenda item until such time full compliance with posting procedure is achieved
· Site Plan:  The site plan review process provides for a case by case consideration of project particulars including the provisions of siting of buildings, and the compatability of the Conditional Use Permit request with adjacent uses.  The site plan must include the following items:
· A site plan is to be submitted on white paper no larger than twenty-four (24) inches by thirty-six (36) inches, and no smaller than twelve (12) inches by twenty-four (24) inches, and including:
· Graphic scale
· Proposed lot lines if applicable
· Existing and proposed vehicular and pedestrian circulation systems including streets, alleys, walkways, service areas and loading, street parking areas and all points of vehicular ingress and egress
· Proposed perimeter treatment of the property, indicating screening materials to be used including fences, walls and plant materials
· Schematic landscape plan showing proposed treatment of the areas designated as private common open space
· Location and dimension of all existing and proposed utility, drainage and street easements, and all existing public improvements within the site
· Proposed location of structures and structural dimensions, dimension of distances between buildings, and distanaces from structures to property lines
· Engineering drawings with pertinent location, dimensions and capacity of surface drainage in conformance with at least the minimum requirements of the City’s subdivision regulations
· Statement of proposed use of land and structures
· A topographical cross section map of the site and the location of the 100-year flood elevation, if involved on the parcel of land
· Quantitive data including the following information:
· Parcel size
· Proposed building coverage of principal and accessory buildings
· Proposed floor area of princiapal and accessory buildings
· Proposed number of parking spaces
· A registered land survey showing the exact property or boundary lines, including a legal description of the total site(s) proposed for development, including a statement of present ownership
Conditional Use Permit Process
· The Planning Commission shall review conditional use permit applications at a scheduled public hearing, at which time interested persons may appear and offer information in support of or against the proposed conditional use.  The Planning Commission shall then make one of the following recommendations to the City Council;  approve the conditional use as submitted, approve the conditional use with modifications, defer the conditional use, or deny the conditional use

· The Planning Commission and the City Council may impose conditions and/or restrictions upon the premises benefited by a conditional use permit as may be necessary to reduce or minimize the injurious effects of the conditional use.  The conditional use must insure compatability with the surrounding property to better carry out the general intent of this regulation.
· In no case shall the Planning Commission or City Council authorize reduction from minimum requirements of the regulation relating to area, parking, landscaping, or screening.

Development Standards and Review Guidelines

In carrying out the purpose of this section, the following development standards and design specifications shall be applicable to the conditional use review and approval.  The appropriateness of these standards shall be determined at the discretion of the Planning Commission and the City Council for each specific conditional use location.

· The proposed use is so designated, located and proposed to be operated that the public health, safety and welfare will be protected

· The proposed land use is compatible with and will not adversely affect other property in the area where it is proposed to be located

· The proposed use is within the provision of “conditional uses” as set out in this regulation

· The proposed use conforms to all applicable provisions of this regulation for the district in which it is to be located, and the use facilitates public convenience at that location

· The size and shape of the site, including the size, shape and arrangement of the proposed structures is in keeping with the intent of this regulation

· The internal street system, ingress and egress, proposed off-street parking, loading and pedestrian ways are adequate and in compliance with city policy and regulation

· Safeguards proposed to limit noxious or offensive emissions, including lighting, noise, glare, dust and odor are addressed

· Proposed landscaping and screening must meet the requirements of the Maumelle Vehicular Landscape Ordinance.  Landscaping may be increased in accordance with the judgment of the Planning Commission and the City Council to accomplish the desired protective and aesthetic effect

· Open space screening and fencing will be maintained by owner/developer or a property owner’s association.  Proposed signage will be in accordance with the City of Maumelle sign regulations

Conditions Binding

Once any portion of the conditional use authorization is utilized, all such conditions pertaining to such authorization shall become immediately operative.  The violation of any condition so imposed shall constitute grounds for revocation of the conditional use authorization.  Such conditions may include time limits for exercise of the conditional use authorization; otherwise, any exercise, of such authorization must commence within 60 days.  No conditional use authorized by the Planning Commission or the City Council shall be subsequently submitted to the Board of Zoning Adjustment for variances.  Amendments or changes to a conditional use authorization must follow the same process as the original conditional use, no building permit shall be issued except in conformance with the provisions of this section.
Right of Appeal

Any petitioner who is aggrieved by the decision of the City Council shall have the right to appeal to a court of record.
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
